KID PITCH BASEBALL LEAGUE RULES 

 

12U LEAGUE takes the developing young players into the full game of baseball. 

 
 

PLAYING FIELDS 

A. Distance between bases: 70 feet 
 

B. Pitching distance: 44 feet 

 
 
 
 

EQUIPMENT 
 

A. The batter, players in the on-deck batting area, and base runners are 
required to wear batting helmets. 

 
B. Catchers are required to wear a mask with protective throat guard, chest 

protector, cup type athletic supporter, shin guards, and protective head 
gear which give protection to the top of the head when catching behind the 
plate. Any player serving as a catcher to warm up a pitcher shall wear a 
mask, whether the pitcher is warming up from the mound, in the bullpen, 
or elsewhere. 

 
C. It is recommended that coaches make every effort to see that athletic 

supporters/cups are worn by all players. 
 

D. Each team will be issued batting helmets, baseballs, catching equipment, 
equipment bag, and a key, which opens the storage shed, lights, and 
restrooms.  

 
E. STORAGE BOX:  Bases are always kept in storage box. 

 
 
 
 



 
 

12U BOYS - PLAYING RULES 

A. The official playing rules, with the exceptions and variations contained in 
this handout, shall be “official baseball rules,” as contained in the Pony 
League Rule Book 

 
B. Your teams batting order will be set at the start of the game, and will 

consist of all your team members at the game. You will bat your entire 
roster.  Three outs constitute an inning, or five runs may be scored each 
half inning regardless of the number of outs. When five runs have scored, 
the sides change (i.e. three outs per inning or five runs, whichever comes 
first). 

 
C. Walks will be allowed. No soft toss. 

 
D. No stealing allowed. 

 
E. Runners may advance one base only on a wild pitch or passed ball. 

 
F. If there is an overthrow from the defensive players, each base runner may 

advance one base ONLY.  
 

G. Please use a COURTESY RUNNER for the Catcher, that way the catcher can 
put his gear on to speed the game up. Always use the player that made the 
last out of the previous inning as your first choice.  

 
H. On a dropped third strike, the batter is out. 

 
I. BUNTING IS ALLOWED 

 
J. Teach your players how to slide. 

 
K. It is MANDATORY that each player on the team play in at least TWO innings 

of each game (Six outs at a defensive position). 
 

L. Every effort will be made to play all games. If you have less than 9 players, 
you have two options: 1.) you may borrow a player from the other team you 
are playing or 2.) you may borrow a player from other teams in your league. 
If you borrow any player they can ONLY play the outfield positions and must 
bat in the LAST position in you batting order. No games will be forfeited.  

 
M. The home team will be the official scorekeeper.   

 
N. The home team shall occupy the third base dugout. 

 
 
 



12U BOYS - PITCHING RULES 
 

A. Any team member may pitch, subject to the restrictions of the pitching 
rules 

 
B. Pitchers shall not pitch in more than two innings in one game. Pitchers, 

when pitching in more than one game on the same calendar day shall not 
pitch in more than three innings total for the calendar day.  

 
C. Pitchers shall not be allowed to pitch in more than 6 innings in any calendar 

week. A calendar week is from 12:01 am Monday to 12:00 midnight the 
following Sunday. 

 
D. Pitchers, after pitching in two innings on the same calendar day shall have 

36 hours rest before pitching again. 
 

E. The 36 hours rest rule is computed from the scheduled starting time of the 
game in which the pitching occurred, or, in games which begin more than 
two hours after the schedules start time, the actual starting time of the 
game shall be used to interpret this rule.  

 
F. As soon as a pitcher delivers one pitch to a batter, the pitcher shall be 

considered as having pitched one inning 
 

G. Any pitcher withdrawn from the mound and/or line-up, or a pitcher, who is 
withdrawn from the mound and stays in the game at another position, shall 
not be permitted to pitch again in the same game.  

 
H. If a relief pitcher comes in “Cold,” the umpire shall allow the pitcher to 

warm up properly with at least eight warm up pitches. (Five warm up 
pitches between innings). 

 
I. No intentional walks. Violation of this rule will be immediate removal of the 

pitcher. 
 

J. Pitchers in violation of any of the pitching rules shall be considered 
ineligible players. Penalty for use of an ineligible player shall be immediate 
removal of the player from the line-up.  

 
K. Pitchers are allowed to throw fastballs and change-ups only. NO CURVE 

BALLS ALLOWED. 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 



12U BOYS - LENGTH OF GAMES 
 

A. Regulation game shall be six (6) innings in duration 
1. When a game is tied at the end of regulation length, it shall go one extra 

inning, if the time limit has not been met. 
 
2. When the score is tied at the end of seven innings, the game shall be 

declared a tie game.  
 

B. COMPLETE GAME: If a game is called for any reason, it is a complete game if 
five (5) innings have been completed or if the home team has scored more 
runs in four (4) innings or four (4) and a fraction innings, than the visiting 
team has scored in five (5) complete innings.  

 
C. If a game is called for any reason in an uncompleted inning, after reaching 

complete game length as described in Section B, and the visiting team ties 
the score or takes the lead in the uncompleted inning, and the home team 
does not tie the score or retake the lead in its portion of the uncompleted 
inning, the score from the previous completed inning will be official.  

 
D. 10 RUN RULE: If a team is leading its opponent by at least 10 runs after five 

(5) or more complete innings have been played or after four and one half (4 
½) innings if the home team has a 10 run lead at the end of its fourth 
inning, or before the completion of its fifth inning, the game shall be 
terminated and the team in the lead will be declared the winner.  

 
 
 

 
 

 
SCHEDULE 

 
A. Scheduling and rescheduling of league games shall be the responsibility of 

park district staff. 
 

B. Rain date: Park district staff will re-schedule.  
 
C. Games are to START ON TIME and end them on time.  

 
D. Games will last one hour forty-five minutes. No new innings will start after 

one hour and ten minutes. In May ALL games will end by 9:15 PM. 

 
 
 
 



 
MANAGERS AND COACHES 

 
A. Adult coaches may be used in either or both the first and third base 

coaching boxes. 
 
B. If a manager or coach goes onto the playing field to talk to any player or 

players more than once in a half inning, while the same player is pitching, a 
pitching change will be made. The only exceptions to this rule shall be in 
case of injury, or if time is called by the opposing team or by an umpire. 

 
C. Umpires shall not permit more than one offensive time out in each inning to 

allow a manager or coach to talk with a batter. 
 

D. Coaches, the time between innings is very important. Do everything you can 
to be organized and to speed the game up. Coaches may need to help the 
catcher put the catcher’s gear on to speed the game up. 

 
E. Make sure all TRASH in your dugout is picked up and thrown away after 

every game.  Make your players help.
